TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The selected Project Consulatant will be stationed at New Delhi and will work in the Ministry
of AYUSH, AYUSH Bhawan, B-Block, GPO Complex, INA Colony, New Delhi under the control of
Officers concerned of the Ministry of AYUSH.

The Project Consultant shall report to the Under Secretary/Deputy Secretary/Director or  to
the Joint Secretary or equivalent Officers as per the internal mechanism of the Ministry
of AYUSH.
